TROUBLESHOOTING 
1. The receiver is turned on, but the indicator light is not showing.
Make sure if the power cable is connected on powered on and the socket is in good condition. 
2. When you speak into the microphone, the AF light flashes, but no sound is heard from 
the connected speaker?
Make sure the volume level is not set on a low level, and check that the audio cable is connected 
correctly. 
3. The effective signal distance between the microphone and the base station is close, but 
the signal is not being received.
•	 Check that the antennas have not become dislodged or damaged.
•	 Check is a battery change is required in the microphone.
•	 Check the location of the receiver and base station. If there is a strong magnetic field in your 

surroundings, the signal may be impeded. 
4. The timbre is bad.
•	 Check that the voltage of the battery is sufficient and if a change is required.
•	 Check if there are the other products in the vicinity operating on the same UHF frequency as 

the AM-4119.
