Powering up and Connect the Siren with
Alarm Panel

Please ensure the outdoorsiren has been paired with the alarm panel
prior to mounting the siren outdoors.

a.Power up the Siren as follows:
Insert power adapter’sbarrel plug to adapter socket,
and press the blue power button to switch the sirenon. &
The siren will make a beeping sound wheniitison.

b.Connect the Siren with Alarm Panel
Press the "Enroll Button” on the siren, the status LED
lights on, the siren emits asingle short beep, it enters
Enroll Mode. The siren will remain in Enroll Mode for
20 seconds.
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Armthe alarm panelor press the tamper switch on the
alarm panelonce to activate asignal from the alarm
panel, the siren status LED flashes once, the siren will
produce one short beep to confirmed learned.

Note! Do not triggerany othersensors during linking
the alarm panel with the siren.
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-Press the "Enroll Button"on the siren again to exit the Enroll Mode.

-Disarm the alarm system by using the remote control or keypad to
stop the alarm sound.



Note! The siren will produce two short beeps if the alarm panel is
already linked to the siren. As the siren acts as repeater to the
alarm panel, it does not appearin the Accessories menu on the app.

c.Testing if the enrollmentis successful

Pressand hold the enroll button untilone beep
isheard, allenrolled devices will be cleared.

Installation

Fitthe Siren to the outside of the buildingin a position thatis clearly
visible and at a height whichis relativelly inaccessible to anintruder.
Mount the siren at a minimum distance of 1 meter away from any
external or internal metalwork (drainpipes, gutters, radiators etc.)
The siren alarm should be in installation mode and perform a
placementtestshould be done before the installment.

Service Mode

For ease of installation, users should adjust the siren to service mode
by pressing disarm button on alarm panel for 3 times. Siren enters the
service mode after the installation LED flashes rapidly. Any accessories
triggered or tamper switch activated will not cause the alarming.

Performa placementtesttoensure thereissufficientsignalstrength
at the desired mounting location for proper communication between
security paneland thesiren.



Installation Steps

1.The walltamper switch must remain closed
when the outdoor sirenis mounted.

2.Mark the correct screw positions onto the
wall by using the supplied screw template.

3. Using the screw template, drill the screws
into the wall.

4.Connectthesiren toamain power supply
using the charging adapter provided.

5. Finish mounting by fixing the siren
ontothescrewsand positioninto place.

After installation, users should disarm the siren again by using remote
control or on alarm panel to switch out of Service Mode to the Operating
Mode.

Tips:

1.Donot heatordrop the Strobe Sirenin case of the damage of the component
inside.

2.1n case of the unexceptional case, the Strobe Siren should be tested regularly,
sothatitcan be fixed at once.

Entry/Exit Delay

If the systemis armed in Delay-Arm mode this will activate the system
with a fixed several second(depend on the setting of alarm system)
entry/exit delay period.

This allows a several second period for the user to exit the property after
setting the system with the Remote Control. Any sensors triggered while
the system is armed will not cause an alarm condition until after the
period entry delay has expired. This allows time for the system to be
Disarmed before an alarm sounds when re-entering the property.
