Your new tire deflator uses a bourdon tube movement and is not affected 
by changes in barometric pressure, temperature or altitude.

DO NOT exceed the maximum pressure on the dial, doing so will damage 
the gauge. Accuracy of the gauge will be reduced if maximum pressure is 
exceeded or by repeated impacts and excessive vibrations. Always store in 
a clean, dry and safe area.

DO NOT use on tires with any internal foreign matter such as balance sand, 
liquid tire repair/sealer, etc.

Slide valve push in to 
hold air/read pressure. 
Pull out to release air

Valve stem adapter. 
Threads onto valve stem.

Valve core tool. Removes valve core. 
Turn clockwise to install, counter-
clockwise to remove.

1. Thread the valve stem adapter 
onto the valve stem till snug.
NOTE: If you push in on the valve core 
remover firmly, the gauge will read the 
current tire pressure. This feature works 
with most valve stems.

2. Push on the valve core remover 
and turn counter-clockwise to 
remove valve core.

3. When the valve core is 
unthreaded, air pressure from 
the tire will push the valve core 
remover out and the gauge will 
read the tire pressure.

5. Once desired air pressure is 
achieved, keep the slide valve 
pushed and re-install the valve 
core by pushing the valve core 
remover and turning clockwise 
to install the valve core. Tightend 
until snug. DO NOT over tighten.

4. Pull out the slide valve to release 
pressure. Push the slide valve in 
to stop bleeding pressure and to 
read tire pressure.

6. Remove air down gauge by 
turning the valve stem adapter 
counter clockwise until it is 
removed from the valve stem. 
Always replace the valve stem 
cap to prevent dirt and debris 
from damaging the valve core.
