STEP 5: Create a Password

When you first power up your NVR the password window below will appear. The password needs to be a minimum of five
characters and containing a mixture of numbers and letters. Ensure to use a password that you are familiar with but is not
easily known to others.

ATTENTION! Be sure to record your login credentials and keep in a secure location. If you forget your password you will
need to reset the NVR password using your email. Please ensure to set up your email from the NVR Remote viewing
and email manual or download the Full Product Manual on the Concord website concordconnect.com.au.

Setup Wizard

Configuring your device using the Wizard
The Start-up Wizard automatically runs the first time you power up
the NVR, however it is not necessary to run the wizard to get
started. The wizard will guide you through customising the
network, date and time setup, as well as IP camera, storage and
screen resolution configuration. You will also find the QR code to
setup the mobile app. All these settings can be changed in the
Setup menu later.

If you are happy to stick with the default settings you can cancel the
Setup Wizard by clicking 4 at the top right of the pop up.

If you cancel the wizard, you will need to set up the date

and time manually by opening the menu (bottom left Genera Output (
corner), click Setup > System > General >Date &
Time, change to suit your time zone.
