Installation:

1. Unscrew the adjustable knobs on each side of the party light.

2. Attach the mounting bracket and align it with the screw
holes.

3. Insert the adjustable knobs on each side and tighten in
place.

Note: It is suggested to use a safety cable and attach it the
safety rope ring located on the rear of the unit when
attaching to a lighting stand.
