


• For optimum performance, position your router's antennas

as shown in the drawing below.
• If you want to hang it on the wall, position your router's antennas

as shown in the drawing below.
• Your router needs to be connected to a modem. So this may limit where

you place it, depending on the length of the ethernet and power cables.
If possible, place your router in plain view like on a shelf or TV stand. It
also helps to choose a central location at eye level.

Q1. Why doesn't the login page appear after entering http://wifi.wavlink.com? 

Make sure your computer is set to obtain an IP address automatically. 
• Verify if http://wifi.wavlink.com or hltp://192.168.10.1 is correctly entered in the web browser. 

Alternatively, enter hltp://192.168.10.1 in the web browser. 
Use another web browser and try again. 
Reboot your router and try again. 

Q2. What can I do if I cannot access the Internet? 

Check if the Internet is working normally by connecting a computer directly to the modem 
using an Ethernet cable. If it is not, contact your internet service provider. 
Open a web browser, enter http://wifi.wavlink.com or hltp://192.168.10.1 and run the Quick 
Setup again. 

Reboot your router and try again. 

Q3. How can I restore the router to its factory default settings? 

• While the router is powered on, press and hold the Reset button on the back for 6 seconds. 

Q4. What can I do if I forget my Administration Management password? 

• Refer to FAQ> Q3 to reset the router, and the use the default admin (all lowercase) to login. 

QS. What can I do if I forget my wireless network password?
